Deviance/Crime Presentation

Deviance is any behavior, belief, or condition that violates significant social norms in the society or group in which it occurs.  What are you going to define as deviant behavior and what behaviors do you see as deviant?  You and your group will be making creative presentation on a group of deviants and their behavior.  Your mission is to be able show an advanced understanding of your topic and be able to incorporate the chapter topics below:  Reference your book to help your group.

1. Explain the historical beginnings of your group and the stigmas attached to them.  Do the stigmas that are commonly attached to them violate folkways, mores, laws or all?  What are their behaviors and beliefs and how do they contribute to the stigmas?

2. During your presentation at some point you are to have a complete, detailed, explanation of your issue with examples from one or more of the following: Functionalist Theory, Strain Theory, Opportunity Theory, one of the Symbolic Interactionist Perspectives (Differential Association, Rational Choice, Control Theory, Labeling Theory) or Conflict Perspective.  Your book explains all of these in detail so use it and put it into your own words with examples.  THIS PART MUST BE WRITTEN OUT!

3. Incorporate your research articles.  Minimum of 6 articles per group.  Have a bibliography page rather than handing in the complete articles.

4. Use proper vocabulary from your book to enhance your presentation.  

5. A variety of props and enhancements are encouraged.
