Blog Guidelines
Please follow them if you want your comments and posts to count for credit.

You are expected to have one blog entry by the end of this week (10/24) and one by the end of next week (10/30). You will get full credit if your entries meet the following standards and no credit if they do not.

1. Each entry for which you expect to receive credit is 90-100 words.

2. The entry makes specific comments about specific characters in specific situations. If your entry is so generic that it is hard to tell that you are reading the book, please do not expect credit.

3. You are not summarizing the plot. You are discussing what is interesting to you. Here are some suggestions:

· Does a character seem like a real person? Why or why not?

· Is the plot believable? Why or why not?

· What are your opinions about how the setting affects characters and plot?

· What are some major themes of the book? What do you learn from these ideas?

· What do you predict will happen next?

· Does this book remind you of other books or movies or your own life experiences?

· Reflect on your response after reading the first few pages of the book and then describe how your reactions changed by the time you were at the middle and then at the end.

· Does anything about the work seem strange, misleading, confusing, or objectionable?

· Discuss recurring images or symbols and how they triggered your thinking.

· What did you learn about yourself as a reader while reading this book? In what ways were your own literary skills expanded?

· Is this the kind of book you think would be good as assigned reading for a whole class? Why or why not?
